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Unfair to Internet Users - PNETS charge is inherently unfair to and discriminate against users of the Internet who are being singled out to pay tariff based on usage while the rest of the telephone users continue to pay a fixed charge irrespective of usage. 





Direct Settlement between the FTNS Operator and the Internet User - Insofar as the PNETS charge exists, the tariff should be directly settled between the FTNS operator and the Internet user who is a subscriber of telephone services. Current technology is readily available to allow the FTNS operator to do direct billing to the Internet user.





ISP Being Used as an Agent and Intermediary by the FTNS Operator without Fair Compensation - Current practice by the FTNS operator as mandated by OFTA requires the ISP to perform the various functions of an agent and intermediary in the marketing, billing, accounting and collection (including credit risk-absorption) of PNETS charge without compensation to the ISP for services rendered. These functions add additional operating costs to the ISP for the sole benefit of the FTNS operator. Such requirement is unfair, anti-competitive and creates extraordinary financial burden to the ISP to the advantage of the FTNS operator.





ISP to be Compensated by the FTNS Operator as Agent of PNETS Charge - Until the FTNS Operator is ready to do direct billing of PNETS charge to the Internet user, an ISP is to be compensated by the FTNS operator as agent of PNETS charge involving marketing, billing, accounting, collection and credit risk-absorption which are business functions that the ISP performs for and on behalf on the FTNS operator who would otherwise perform such functions with its own resources.
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
